A GIFT FROM YOUR PARISH 
      Little Black Books: Six-Minute Meditations on the 
Passion according to Luke will be available for you to pick 
up the weekend February 15.  It is a pre-Lenten gift to you 
from your parish to assist you as you journey from Ash 
Wednesday February 18, through Easter Sunday April 5.  
We suggest you start with  How to use the ‘Little Black Book’ 
and  that you use the next three days to get ready for Lent. 

As a sign of our penance, there is the 
custom of not eating meat on the Fri-
days of Lent.  Therefore, all Catho-
lics, 14 years of age and older are 

obliged to refrain from eating meat on Good Friday 
and the other Fridays of Lent.  All Catholics who are 
18 years of age but not yet 59 are obliged to fast.   
     Fasting refers to the quantity of food eaten. Tradi-
tionally, fasting allows for eating only one full meal 
per day. Two additional, smaller meals may be eaten 
and there is no eating in between meals. By follow-
ing these traditions, it is not intended that they be 
interpreted simply as laws or just as a duty; but also 
as signs of our love and devotion as disciples of the 
Lord.  They are ways of expressing our desire to be 
converted in our hearts, to be reconciled with each 
other, to love our neighbor. Furthermore, all we have 
or are, we do not possess, but instead they are gifts. 
It is helpful to remember that the ability to decide 
how much or little one will eat is in itself a gift.
